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Precautions & Procedures

To help limit the potential exposure of COVID-19 and other
illnesses, we are reminding ALL employees and citizens to:

WASH YOUR HANDS...

with soap and warm water for at least 20 seconds.
Use a hand sanitizer that contains at least 60%
alcohol if soap and water are not available. Cover
all surfaces of your hands and rub them together
until they feel dry.

AVOID TOUCHING...
